Follow the instructions when changing
accessories.

Before using battery cartridge, read all instruc-
tions and cautionary markings on (1) battery
charger, (2) battery, and (3) product using
battery.

Do not disassemble or tamper with the battery

cartridge. It may result in a fire, excessive heat,

or explosion.

If operating time has become excessively

shorter, stop operating immediately. It may

result in a risk of overheating, possible burns
and even an explosion.

If electrolyte gets into your eyes, rinse them

out with clear water and seek medical atten-

tion right away. It may result in loss of your
eyesight.

Do not short the battery cartridge:

(1) Do not touch the terminals with any con-
ductive material.

(2) Avoid storing battery cartridge in a con-
tainer with other metal objects such as
nails, coins, etc.

(3) Do not expose battery cartridge to water
or rain.

Tips for maintaining maximum

battery life

1. Charge the battery cartridge before completely
discharged. Always stop tool operation and
charge the battery cartridge when you notice
less tool power.

2. Neverrecharge a fully charged battery car-
tridge. Overcharging shortens the battery
service life.

3. Charge the battery cartridge with room tem-
perature at 10 °C - 40 °C (50 °F - 104 °F). Let
a hot battery cartridge cool down before
charging it.

4. When not using the battery cartridge, remove
it from the tool or the charger.

5. Charge the battery cartridge if you do not use
it for a long period (more than six months).
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FUNCTIONAL DESCRIPTION

ACAUTION: Always be sure that the tool is
switched off and the battery cartridge is removed
before adjusting or checking function on the tool.

Installing or removing battery cartridge

A CAUTION: Always switch off the tool before
installing or removing of the battery cartridge.

A CAUTION: Hold the tool and the battery car-
tridge firmly when installing or removing battery
cartridge. Failure to hold the tool and the battery
cartridge firmly may cause them to slip off your hands
and result in damage to the tool and battery cartridge
and a personal injury.

To install the battery cartridge, open the cover while
pushing the lock lever. Align the tongue on the battery
cartridge with the groove in the housing and slip it into
place. Insert it all the way until it locks in place with a
little click. If you can see the red indicator on the upper
side of the button, it is not locked completely.

After installing or removing the battery cartridges, be
sure to close the cover.

To remove the battery cartridges, lift the battery cartridge
while pushing the button on the front of the cartridge.

ACAUTION: Always install the battery cartridge
fully until the red indicator cannot be seen. If not,
it may accidentally fall out of the tool, causing injury to
you or someone around you.

A CAUTION: Do not install the battery cartridge
forcibly. If the cartridge does not slide in easily, it is
not being inserted correctly.

A\ CAUTION: Be sure to lock the cover before
operating.

Tool / battery protection system

The tool is equipped with a tool/battery protection sys-
tem. This system automatically cuts off power to the
motor to extend tool and battery life. The tool will auto-
matically stop during operation if the tool or battery is
placed under one of the following conditions:

Overload protection

When the battery is operated in a manner that causes

it to draw an abnormally high current, the tool automat-
ically stops without any indication. In this situation, turn
the tool off and stop the application that caused the tool
to become overloaded. Then turn the tool on to restart.

Overheat protection

When the tool is overheated, the tool stops automati-
cally and the battery indicator blinks. In this situation, let
the tool cool down before turning the tool on again.

Overdischarge protection

When the battery capacity is not enough, the tool stops
automatically. In this case, remove the battery from the
tool and charge the battery.

NOTE: Depending on the conditions of use and the
ambient temperature, the indication may differ slightly
from the actual capacity.

NOTE: The first (far left) indicator lamp will blink when
the battery protection system works.

Indicating the remaining battery

capacity

NOTICE: The battery indicator does not light
when the power switch is in OFF position. To
check the remaining battery capacity, turn the
power switch to high or low pressure mode.

Press the check button to indicate the remaining battery
capacities. The battery indicators correspond to each
battery.

» 1. Battery indicator 2. Check button

NOTICE: Do not turn the power switch forcibly.
This may cause the switch to malfunction.

Turn the power switch clockwise or counterclockwise
depending on the pressure level. Turn the power switch
clockwise for high pressure mode (2), counterclockwise
for low pressure mode (1). To turn off the machine, turn
the power switch back to the OFF position (0).

NOTE: The battery indicators will light up for a few
seconds when turning the power switch to high or low
pressure mode.
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Nozzle functions Trigger operations

NOTE: The standard nozzles vary depending on the
country. Also refer to the OPTIONAL ACCESSORIES
section for other nozzles.

Spray lance

Jet width can be adjusted from 0° to 25° by rotating the
front end of the nozzle.

A CAUTION: When adjusting the jet width, do
not rotate the nozzle while pulling it toward the
trigger gun. The nozzle may come off from the trig-

ger gun and cause a personal injury.

Dirt blaster

Country specific

Pull the trigger to eject a water jet. The jet continues as
long as the trigger is squeezed.

The trigger can be locked for safe handling of the trigger gun. To lock
the trigger, pull out the stopper and hook it to the groove on the grip.

NOTICE: To avoid mechanical error in the pres-
sure switch, always leave a two-second interval
between trigger operations.

Safety valve

This appliance is equipped with a safety valve that prevents
undue overpressure. When the trigger is released, the valve
opens and the water recirculates through the pump inlet.

A CAUTION: Do not tamper with or adjust the
safety valve setting.

A spiral jet is ejected. Suitable for removing stubborn

dirt.

NOTICE: Do not use the dirt blaster to clean frag-
ile surfaces such as windows or car bodies.

Connecting the high-pressure hose

Connect the high-pressure hose to the outlet (with the gun
marking). Turn the nut on the high-pressure hose clock-
wise while screwing it onto the screw thread of the outlet.

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A\ CAUTION: Make sure that the high-pressure
hose is securely connected. A loose connection
may blow the high-pressure hose off, resulting in a

personal injury.

NOTE: The hose assembly ships with coupling
sleeves attached to both ends. Therefore, when con-
necting to a faucet without a coupling sleeve, remove
the coupling sleeve at one end.

Attaching the trigger gun

Connect the high-pressure hose to the inlet on the
trigger gun. Turn the nut on the high-pressure hose
clockwise while screwing it onto the screw thread on
the inlet.

A CAUTION: Make sure that the high-pressure
hose is securely connected. A loose connection
may blow the high-pressure hose off, resulting in a
personal injury.

Connecting to a faucet

A CAUTION: Always use a pressure-resistant
water hose with @ 13 mm or larger diameter and
connect to the faucet using a proper fittings.
Otherwise, the water hose and/or the fitting may
break and cause personal injury.

NOTICE: Use a pressure-resistant water hose
as short as possible. The amount of intake water
should be higher than the max feed volume of the

pump.

NOTICE: If you connect to the mains for drink-
ing water, use a backflow preventer valve which
meets the regulations in your region.

1. Connect the hose assembly to the faucet. Apply
a suitable fitting such as hose band or water tap joint to
secure the hose end with the faucet.

NOTE: The fitting depends on the shape of the faucet
to which you connect. Prepare a suitable commercial-
ly-bought fitting.

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Connecting/disconnecting the

A CAUTION: Always lock the trigger of the
trigger gun when connecting/disconnecting the
nozzle.

Insert the end of the nozzle into the slot on the trigger
gun and turn it in the direction of the arrow as shown in
the figure. To disconnect the nozzle, turn the nozzle in
the reverse direction while pressing it toward the trigger
gun.

Connecting the foam nozzle

Optional accessory

ACAUTION: Always lock the trigger of the
trigger gun when connecting/disconnecting the
nozzle.

Prepare detergent before using the foam nozzle.

Attach the nozzle to the trig-
ger gun.

NOTICE: Always use neutral detergent. Acidic or
alkaline detergent may damage the tank or nozzle.

Placing plastic carrying case onto
the container

Optional accessory

You can place Makita plastic carrying case on the top
of the container. Put the plastic carrying case onto the
container so that it is secured with the mounts on the lid
of the container.

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Placing the container onto the
trolley

Optional accessory

When carrying the container with Makita trolley, place
the container in position. Be sure that the bottom of the
container fits into the platform of the trolley.

A CAUTION: When using the trolley, do not
carry the container filled with water. Doing so may
lose the balance and result in personal injury or cause
deformation of the container which leads to water
leakage.

OPERATION

A WARNING: Do not touch the water jetor
direct it toward yourself or others. The water jet is
dangerous and can hurt you or others.

AWARNING: When shooting the water jet,
never hold the object that you are cleaning or
place your hands and feet near the water jet.

A CAUTION: Stay alert to the rebound of the
water jet and blown objects. Do not bring the
nozzle to the object closer to 30 cm .

A\.CAUTION: Do not run the high pressure
washer without water for longer than 1 minute.

A\ CAUTION: Do not operate the high pressure
washer for a extended period of time. This may
cause overheating or fire. Also, long-term use may
cause vibration disorder.

A CAUTION: Be aware of the direction of the
wind. If the detergent gets into your eyes or mouth,
rinse with fresh water immediately and seek medical
attention if necessary.

NOTICE: Avoid using the high pressure washer
for longer than 1 hour. After using it for 1 hour,
leave a same length of intermission.

NOTICE: To protect the mechanism of the high
pressure washer, do not use water hotter than 40°C.

1. Connect one end of the high-pressure hose to the
trigger gun and the other end to the high pressure washer.

2.  Connect the high pressure washer and the faucet
using a water hose. After that, open the faucet.

3. Open the cover and install the battery cartridges
into the high pressure washer and then lock the cover.

4.  Turn the power switch to your desired mode.

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5. To eject a water jet, unlock the stopper and
squeeze the trigger. The jet continues as long as the
trigger is squeezed.

A CAUTION: Hold the trigger gun firmly. The
trigger gun recoils when you pull the trigger.

ACAUTION: Always hold the trigger gun by the
grip and barrel when ejecting water jet.

NOTICE: Be careful not to pull the trigger gun
forcibly during operation. It may cause the high
pressure washer to fall over.

NOTICE: When suspending the operation for a
long time, switch off the high pressure washer
and squeeze the trigger to discharge the remain-
ing water fully.

If the high pressure washer is left for a long time while
maintaining high pressure, it may not restart. In this
situation, switch off the high pressure washer, sup-
ply water from a faucet to the inlet and squeeze the
trigger with keeping the water supply for a while. And
then, switch on the high pressure washer.

When you suspend the operation, you can temporarily
place the trigger gun as shown in the figure.

After use

A\ CAUTION: After operating the high pressure

washer, always perform the procedure described

in this manual. Residual pressure in the trigger gun

or high pressure washer can cause personal injury or
damage to the pump inside.

1. Switch off the high pressure washer.

2. Close the faucet and disconnect the water hose
from the high pressure washer.

3. Switch on the high pressure washer again.

4.  Squeeze the trigger until the remaining water in
the high pressure washer is discharged.

NOTICE: Do not run the motor for longer than 1
minute.

5.  Switch off the high pressure washer and remove
the battery cartridges.

NOTICE: To prevent the high-pressure hose from
being damaged, remove the remaining water in
the hose before storing.

Supplying water from a tank/reservoir

You can supply water from a tank or reservoir instead
of a faucet.

Connect the hose assembly and strainer assembly to
the water hose connector.

A CAUTION: When attaching the sleeve to the filter
case, be careful not to hurt your hand by the hose band.

NOTICE: Always use Makita's hose assembly
and strainer assembly.

NOTICE: Always keep 1 m (3.28 ft) or less in height
between the inlet of the high pressure washer and
the water surface. Otherwise, the high pressure washer
will be unable to take the water up into the pump.

To introduce water into the hose, remove the nozzle
from the trigger gun and switch on the high pressure
washer while the trigger is squeezed. Once water is
ejected stably from the trigger gun, release the trigger
and attach the nozzle for your purpose.

NOTE: When water is not ejected, detach the hose
assembly and strainer assembly and soak it in water.
Then reconnect it to the high-pressure washer.

When using the container as a water
tank

You can use the container supplied with the high pres-
sure washer (country specific) as a water tank.

1. Connect the coupling sleeve of hose assembly to
the water hose connector.

NOTICE: Pay attention to the handling of the
container when carrying. Carrying the container
with high pressure washer and accessories or water
inside may cause accident or personal injury due to
its own weight.

NOTICE: When carrying the container, do not

shake, turnover, or lean it excessively. Doing so

may cause;

— the water inside spilled out;

— the high pressure washer on the lid dropped off
from the container or;

— the rotation of the container's wheels hindered.

NOTICE: When carrying the container by the
handle, water may spill out if there is plenty of
water inside.

NOTICE: Water may come out from the air
bleeding hole if the water inside reaches to the air
bleeding hole by tilting the container.

NOTICE: Do not step on the container. The lid
may be broken.

NOTICE: Do not leave the container filled with
water for a long time. Doing so may cause the con-
tainer damaged and result in water leakage.

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MAINTENANCE &

STORAGE

A CAUTION: Always be sure that the tool is
switched off and battery cartridge is removed
before attempting to perform inspection or
maintenance.

NOTICE: Never use gasoline, benzine, thinner,
alcohol or the like. Discoloration, deformation or
cracks may result.

To maintain product SAFETY and RELIABILITY,
repairs, any other maintenance or adjustment should
be performed by Makita Authorized or Factory Service
Centers, always using Makita replacement parts.

Cleaning the nozzle

Use the cleaner pin to remove dirt from or unclog the nozzle.

» 1. Cleaner pin

NOTE: To maintain the optimal performance, clean
the nozzle periodically.

NOTICE: Do not remove dirt or debris forcibly.
This may result in personal injury or damage to the
ejection hole causing deviated jet angles or poor
performance.

Cleaning the filter

Detach the water hose connector and remove dirt and
debris from the inside of the filter.

ACAUTION: Always store in an indoor location
where the temperature does not go below freez-
ing. If the high pressure washer freezes and malfunc-
tions, contact your local service center for repairs.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

Before asking for repairs, conduct your own inspection first. If you find a problem that is not explained in the manual,
do not attempt to dismantle the tool. Instead, ask Makita Authorized Service Centers, always using Makita replace-

ment parts for repairs.

State of abnormality

Probable cause (malfunction)

Remedy

The washer does not start.

No electricity

Install charged battery cartridges.

The switch is not turned on.

Turn on the switch.

Residual pressure in the pump

Pull the trigger.

Damaged battery or electric circuit

Contact an authorized service center for repairs.

The high pressure washer has been
left for long time while maintaining high
pressure.

Switch off the high pressure washer, supply water
from a faucet to the inlet and squeeze the trigger
with keeping the water supply for a while. And then,
switch on the high pressure washer.

No water jet / weak water jet

No water supply

Make sure that the faucet is open. If using the hose
assembly and strainer assembly, introduce water
into the hose.

Poor water supply

Turn on the faucet.

Poor water hose connection

Check the connection between the high pressure
washer and the water faucet.

Clogged hose, filter, or nozzle

Unclog the hose, filter, or nozzle.

Air is blocking the flow of water.

Turn off the switch and then turn it on again while
squeezing the trigger.

Damaged or worn nozzle

Replace the nozzle.

Pump or valve malfunction

Contact an authorized service center for repairs.

Insufficient connection of hoses (when
using the strainer assembly)

Tighten the coupling sleeve if it is loose.
Insert the coupling sleeve securely.

Unstable water jet

Clogged nozzle

Unclog on the ejection hole of the nozzle using the
cleaner pin.

Poor water suction

Check the water hose starting from the faucet for
any leakage or clogs. Turn on the faucet.

The water is too hot.

Supply cooler water.

Valve malfunction

Contact an authorized service center for repairs.

Abnormal sound

The water is too hot.

Supply cooler water.

Air is stuck in the pump.

Contact an authorized service center for repairs.

Water leakage

Poor connection

Check the connection between the high pressure
washer and trigger gun and as well as the water
faucet.

Worn out sealings

Contact an authorized service center for repairs.

ACCESSORIES

A CAUTION: These accessories or attachments
are recommended for use with your Makita tool
specified in this manual. The use of any other
accessories or attachments might present a risk of
injury to persons. Only use accessory or attachment
for its stated purpose.

If you need any assistance for more details regard-
ing these accessories, ask your local Makita Service
Center.

NOTE: Some items in the list may be included in the
tool package as standard accessories. They may
differ from country to country.

Vario-Power spray lance

Jet pressure can be adjusted by rotating the nozzle.

A CAUTION: When adjusting the jet pressure,
do not rotate the nozzle while pulling it toward the
trigger gun. The nozzle may come off from the trig-
ger gun and cause a personal injury.

Foam nozzle

Country specific

Detergent can be sprayed as foam.

Washing brush (long)

A nozzle equipped with a brush. Useful for washing out
dirt while scrubbing with brush.

Rotating wash brush

Three brushes inside rotate slowly when ejecting the
jet. Suitable for cleaning light dirt on a exterior wall, car
body, bath tub, etc.

Hose assembly

A hose assembly to connect a faucet to the product, or
the strainer assembly to the product.
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Strainer assembly

Splash guard

A strainer assembly to supply water from a tank or
reservoir. Use the hose assembly to connect to the
product.

Lance extension

Reduces splash back when cleaning corners with the
dirt blaster.

Swivel joint

Prevents the high-pressure hose from being twisted.

Pipes to extend the length of the trigger gun. Three
different lengths are available by changing the number
of the pipes to be used.

Under body spray lance

Connecting joint

Ajoint to connect with a nozzle from other model.
Some optional nozzles require the connecting joint

An extra long spray lance with angled nozzle. Best for
cleaning hard-to-reach areas such as car under body
and roof gutter.

(optional accessory) to attach to the trigger gun. Attach
the connecting joint to the trigger gun in the same way
as the nozzle.

Highly intense water jet is ejected backward. Only
trigger the water jet when the nozzle has been
inserted into the pipe to be cleaned at least up to
the red marking.

Extension high-pressure hose (5 m/8 m/10 m)

Extension hose to connect the high pressure washer
body with the trigger gun.
